25.09.01 	Apologies: Cllrs Lintott, Murphy & Brown had sent apologies. These were accepted by the Parish Council 

25.09.02 	Declarations of Interest  
There were no declarations relating to items on the agenda. 

25.09.03	Agree Minutes of the last Parish Council Meeting
Resolved: The minutes of the July Throwley Parish Council were accepted and signed by the Parish Council and signed as a true record by the Chairman.   

25.09.04 	Actions from previous meeting
· Footpath Maintenance – Following discussion with the Public Rights of Way Department, the matter has now been resolved and no further action is required. 
· Coordinate Response with Stalisfield concerning Government Reorganisation – In the absence of Cllr Lintott, the Parish Council was unable to confirm whether a suitable date had been arranged for representatives of either Parish Council to meet. An update will be provided when available. Further information regarding the Local Government Reorganisation was considered under agenda item 25.09.08.
· Throwley Verge Repairs - Cllr Tormey will provide the clerk with the contact details of whom she had spoken with in early August concerning the verges so that the parish council could reply asking for an update. 
· Website Access – Hugo Fox has now granted the Clerk access to the Throwley Parish Council website. Copies of future agendas and minutes will be uploaded to the website for public viewing.
· Parish Map for Noticeboard – The Ramblers Association has kindly agreed to provide a bespoke map for the parish noticeboard; however, the dimensions are required. Cllr Paul Furneaux will take the necessary measurements and forward them to the Clerk.
· EDF Energy – As the fixed-rate period has ended, the standing charge has increased. The Clerk recommended changing to a new tariff and sought a decision on whether to enter a 12- or 24-month agreement. The Parish Council agreed to enter a 12-month tariff.

25.09.05 	Public Interval
No members of the public were in attendance and no items had been brought to the attention of the PC for discussion. 

25.09.06 	Planning Matters  
There were no planning matters for consideration by Throwley Parish Council at this meeting. It was noted that all planning matters are forwarded to Councillors via email and dealt with as they arise.

25.09.08	Local Government Reorganisation
The Chairman confirmed that, following the previous meeting, he had submitted a response on behalf of the Parish Council to the Local Government Reorganisation survey, stating that Throwley Parish Council wished to remain aligned with Faversham. He reported that KCC has now released a document outlining the four proposed options. The Chairman emphasised the importance of the Parish Council developing a clear understanding of how the proposals may operate, and considering whether there is anything the Parish can do to support continued alignment with Faversham. A copy of the KCC document will be made available on the Parish Council website.
